The corona pandemic had closed
museums and also slowed down my own life. Meetings and travelling
were cancelled so suddenly there was time to focus on sculpting. |
promised to provide the residents and visitors of Harjukatu with
something to see by introducing a new sculpture in the courtyard every
week.

“The weekly sculpture” was a fun and interesting experiment for myself,
that in the future may turn from weekly to monthly due to other
engagements.

The sculptures were welcomed with great interest by the residents of
Harjukatu. Revealing of a new sculpture was always a awaited moment,
and week after week | received lots of positive feedback. Thank you for
that! The sculptures have found their way back to Petédjavesi and can
currently be found at the courtyard of our countryside home and at art
trails in the nearby forests.

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JUHANI LILLBERG

Juhani Lillberg (synt. 12.5.1943) on kulttuurialan monitoimija, innovaattori
ja virkamies, mutta samalla my6s kansainvalisesti arvostettu taiteilija.
Taiteilijana hén on saanut lukuisia palkintoja puu-, lumi/jaa- ja
heindveistoskilpailuissa. Hanen joukkueensa voitti ensimmaisen
olympialaisen lumenveistokilpailun Calgaryn olympialaisissa vuonna
1988. Kansainvélisen lumen- ja jdénveistoliiton presidenttind han on
sittemmin tuomaroinut kaikki talviolympialaisten veistotapahtumat ja yli
sata muuta kansainvalista veistoskilpailua.

Juhani Lillberg oli perustamassa Rovaniemella sijaitsevaa Lapin
yliopistoa ja Arktista keskusta. Han jatkoi yliopiston toiminnan
kaynnistyttya kolmekymmenta vuotta yliopiston hallintojohtajana. Han on
saanut lukuisia kotimaisia ja kansainvalisia tunnustuspalkintoja.
Tasavallan presidentti myonsi hanelle vuonna 2003 kanslianeuvoksen
arvonimen. Aktiivisena puhujana ja kirjoittajana hanen aihealueitaan ovat
olleet talvitaide, matkailun kehittdminen seka kulttuuri ja olympialaiset.

Juhani Lillberg (born 12 May1943) is an innovator and a civil servant, but
also an internationally acclaimed artist. As an artist, he has received
numerous awards in wood, snow/ice and hay sculpture competitions. His
team won the first Olympic snow sculpture competition at the 1988
Calgary Olympics. As President of the International Snow and Ice
Sculpture Association, he has since judged all the sculpture events of the
Winter Olympics and more than a hundred other international sculpture
competitions.

Juhani Lillberg is a founding member of the University of Lapland and the
Arctic Center in Rovaniemi. Ever since the opening of the university, his
career there continued for thirty years as the administrative director. He
has received numerous national and international recognition awards. In
2003, he was awarded a Finnish honourary title of Kanslianeuvos by the
President of the Republic of Finland. As an active speaker and author,
his topics have included winter art, development of tourism, culture and
the Olympics.
